These assessments are purposely designed to be challenging so that students can be ranked against each
other.

It is much more difficult than any NAPLAN test and is aimed well above the normal expected achievement
level for each year group. Feedback about which questions students answered correctly or incorrectly is
provided by the competition organisers.

Some students who perform at a satisfactory level (or below) in the school setting find their results
disappointing when compared with highly able peers across the rest of Australia. Nonetheless most

students are resilient in this regard and can recognise the wide ranging and challenging nature of the test.

If you have any doubts about whether your child should participate, please seek guidance from your
child’s teacher.
